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ABSTRACT

Commuter or Indonesian "nglaju" is a form of non-permanent mobility that is growing rapidly, especially in big cities in Indonesia.  With this commuter, of course, there are several impacts caused, which include population mobility, economic growth, and employment. The purpose of this study is to provide an overview to the Sukabumi City government regarding the social and economic impact of commuter activities in Sukabumi City. This study uses qualitative data analysis techniques, namely data analysis carried out simultaneously with data collection or at the time of observation and interviews, where the population is residents of Sukabumi City and residents outside who are active in Sukabumi City as many as 385,710. The sampling technique uses a web raosoft.com sample size with a data accuracy level of 95% and a margin of error of 5%, then a sample of 384 respondents was obtained.  This study’s data collection method uses literature studies, observations, and interviews. This commuter has an impact on increasing the number of residents during the day by 33,844 people or 9.6%. And the significant socio-economic impact in Sukabumi City resulted from shopping, culinary, and education activities by 69.5%. This means that 49.3% of commuters who carry out their activities in Sukabumi City have the purpose of shopping and culinary centers. This result, certainly has an impact on economic activities in Sukabumi City, especially the MSME economy, namely the increase in income from MSMEs. This research examines the social and economic impact of commuting and contributes to expanding the literature on commuting and the economics of community activity.
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INTRODUCTION
The dynamics of people's daily activities are activities that are always carried out regularly by the community, both in urban and rural areas.   Daily activities in the city are higher than in the countryside, and many villagers are active in the city every day (Røe & Sagberg, 2017). This condition certainly results in an increase in the number of urban people during the day. The current literature states that 3 key dimensions are important in the dynamic analysis of commuter decisions and flow pattern behavior, namely flow patterns that depend on the time of day, daily dynamics of commuter decisions, and real-time dynamics. Capturing time- and daily time-dependent patterns of daily commuters in real-time faces many technical challenges given (Klinger et al., 2018) the highly fluctuating and widely generated data on community activity in high frequency. There is a broad need to harness the environment as well as people's ability to analyze the dynamics and behavior of the wider community (Majumdar, 2019)
Sukabumi City, West Java Province, Indonesia, is an area directly adjacent to Sukabumi Regency and Cianjur Regency. Where Sukabumi City is the center of Trade, Education, and Banking, while Sukabumi Regency is the center of industry. The population of Sukabumi City based on population data from the Ministry of Home Affairs has a total population of 353,631 people. Where there are around 1,765 people active outside Sukabumi City, such as Bogor and Jakarta. 

Commuting or Indonesian "nglaju" activities are a form of non-permanent mobility that is growing rapidly, especially in big cities in Indonesia. Commuting activities certainly have an impact on the development of origin and commuter destinations, such as increasing transportation access and employment. Therefore, it is necessary to establish a data tool that can capture the phenomenon of commuting so that it becomes an input for the formulation of policies related to commuting. One is to provide commuter data through commuter surveys. Population commuting from buffer districts namely Sukabumi Regency and Cianjur Regency will have an impact on the number of residents during the day and night. The number of active residents during the day will be more than at night, so supporting facilities such as transportation, public, and shopping centers are needed (Wang et al., 2020).

Commuters from outside Sukabumi are not just traveling, and exercising but working and going to school and others so these activities have a huge impact on economic development and social aspects in the environment of Sukabumi City. Residents outside the city of Sukabumi who work in the city of Sukabumi will bring part of their income to spend outside the city of Sukabumi and vice versa residents outside the city of Sukabumi who travel, exercise, and go to school will shop in the city of Sukabumi, so it needs to be surveyed and analyzed so that it is clear between the funds that enter the city of Sukabumi and the funds that come out of the city of Sukabumi.  With this commuter, of course, there are several impacts caused, which include population mobility, economic growth, and employment. The purpose of this study is to provide an overview to the Sukabumi City government regarding the social and economic impact of commuter activities in Sukabumi City.

LITERATURE REVIEW:
Commuter
Commuter comes from the English Commuter, which is a term for someone who makes a daily trip from residence to work or school, usually using modes of transportation such as trains, buses, or private vehicles. (Mahmood et al., 2017). The term commuter is usually used to describe the daily travel habits or patterns of someone who travels long distances from home to work or school and returns home at the end of the day. Commuters or commuters are usually closely related to urbanization activities and the development of cities that are increasingly developed and developed, and require high mobility. (Qiu & Cao, 2020) A commuter himself in Indonesian called a komuter or commuter is someone who travels to a city for work and returns to the city where he lives every day. This activity is carried out because a person has a place to live that is quite far from where he works.  The meaning of commuter comes from the word "nglaju" which means to go to another place, generally do a job, and have no plans to stay overnight at the destination (Ahmed et al., 2019). A commuter itself can be interpreted as a person who lives outside the boundaries of neighborhoods and goes to the village every morning, and returns in the afternoon (Jang &; Ko, 2019). 
Meanwhile, commuting, also known as “nglaju” is the movement of residents from the origin area to the destination within a certain time limit and returning to the origin area on the same day (Mantra, 2004). In general, people who do mobility want to return to their area of origin as soon as possible so when compared to the frequency of people who do shuttle mobility, overnight / lodge, and migration, the frequency of mobility of shuttle residents is the largest followed by overnight / lodge and migration (Xue et al., 2019). People who do it are called commuters or commuters.  For example, people who work in Jakarta but reside in Bogor, Depok, Tangerang, and Bekasi. They are called commuters if they travel from their place of residence to their place of work almost every day round trip.
Commuter groups, according to them, usually choose to live in the (Tamin, 2008) hinterland around their mother city. Most of them have jobs in the mother city so they commute every day and do a shuttle every day. Commuter movement is limited only to work activities which are classified as a classification of movement due to economic activity. Urban elves are zones in the transition area of urban villages which he called regional cities, namely an area not only covers areas with rural functions but also urban functions and a mixture of the two (Qiu & Cao, 2020). According (Yunus, 2008) Found 4 frame zones in the peri-urban area that can be applied to developing cities in developing countries, including:
a. City frame zone (Zobikot), with a value range of >75% to 25% to >0% rural land.
b. Rural-urban frame zones (Zobikodes), with values ranging from 50% to 25% to 50% to 25% of urban land.
c. Urban village frame zone (Zobidekot), with a value range of >50% to 25% urban land.
d. Village frame zones (Zobides), with values ranging from >75% to 100% rural land, and 0% urban land
Population Mobility
Population mobility can be interpreted as the movement or movement of a population from one place to another within a certain period. Population mobility can occur due to various factors, such as finding a job, seeking a better education, and improving the quality of life, or due to other factors such as natural disasters or political conflicts (Adane & Gawande, 2020). Population mobility can occur on a local, regional, or international scale. Local-scale population mobility is the movement of people from the city to the suburbs or vice versa. Meanwhile, regional-scale population mobility is the movement of population from one region to another within a country or region. Meanwhile, international population mobility is the movement of people from one country to another for various reasons such as study, work, or migration.
Population mobility can have both positive and negative impacts on the social and economic life of the people in the area concerned. Therefore, population mobility needs to be regulated and managed properly to provide maximum benefits to the community and minimize negative impacts that may arise (Kim &; Lee, 2015). In essence, population mobility is a reflection of differences in growth and uneven development facilities between one region and another (Krall et al., 2021). People from areas with fewer development facilities will move to areas that have better development facilities. Routine movement of places (mobility) serves to complement each other (complementary) and there is a movement that can be interpreted as interaction. The interaction that takes place between one region and another occurs in certain stages and distances to cause spatial patterns (Majumdar & Mitra, 2019b)
There are several theories related to mobility, namely:
a. Mobility and distance mean a lot of mobility at short distances due to a sense of attachment to the family left behind and long-distance mobility is more directed towards important trade and industrial centers.
b. Current and reverse current means that each major mobility current gives rise to its replacement backflow.
c.  Technology and mobility mean that technology causes mobility to increase.
d. Economic motives are the main impetus for people to move
Economic Growth
Economic growth is the added value of the total production of goods and services within a country or region within a certain period. Economic growth is usually measured using the GDP (Gross Domestic Product) indicator which includes the total value of all goods and services produced within a country in a year (Torrente et al., 2019). Economic growth can be interpreted as an indicator of the progress and welfare of a country or region. High economic growth indicates that the economy of a country or region is developing well, measured by increasing production output, increasing investment, increasing employment, and increasing people's income (Davidai, 2018). However, economic growth also has social and environmental impacts that can affect the sustainability of a country's or region's development. Therefore, it is important to pay attention to aspects of sustainable development in carrying out economic policies, so that economic growth can run in balance with efforts to preserve the environment and sustainable social development (Goudswaard & Caminada, 2016).

According to (Adisasmita, 2013) economic growth, is an effort to increase production capacity to achieve additional output, which is measured using Gross Domestic Product (GDP) and Gross Regional Domestic Product (GDP) in a region. Economic growth is the process of increasing per capita output in the long run. The emphasis is on three aspects, namely: process, per capita output, and long run. Economic growth is a process, not an economic picture at any given moment. Here we look at the dynamic aspects of an economy, namely how an economy develops or changes over time. The pressure is on the change or development itself (Boediono, 1999). 

Then (Todaro &; Smith, 2013) revealed from various existing growth theories, namely the theory of Harold Domar, the Neoclassical, from Solow, and the endogenous theory by Romer, that there are three main factors or components in economic growth. These three are:  
a. 
Capital accumulation, which includes all new forms or types of investments invested in land, physical equipment, and capital or human resources.
b.
Population growth, which in the next few years will increase the number of the labor force.
c.
Technological advances in regional development are carried out to achieve three important goals, namely achieving growth, equity, and sustainability.
Labor force and economic growth
The labor force is the amount of labor available in a country or region consisting of residents who are 15 years of age or older and can work or are looking for work (Duc Tai, 2022). The labor force includes the employed workforce and the workforce that is looking for work or is unemployed.  Labor Force and Economic Growth According to population growth (Todaro &; Smith, 2013)   AK growth is traditionally considered one of the positive factors that spur economic growth. A larger workforce means more production, while greater population growth means a larger domestic market.   However, it is still questionable whether it is true that the rapid rate of population growth will have a positive or negative impact on economic development.
The positive or negative impact of population growth depends on the ability of the economic system of the region to absorb and productively utilize the increase in labor (Yang et al., 2021).  This ability is influenced by the level and type of capital accumulation and the availability of inputs and supporting factors such as managerial and administrative skills. In a simple model of economic growth, in general, the notion of labor is defined as a homogeneous labor force.  A homogeneous and unskilled workforce is considered to be able to move and move from the traditional sector to the modern sector smoothly and in limited quantities.  In such circumstances, the supply of labor contains high elasticity.  The increasing demand for labor (from the traditional sector) stems from the expansion of modern sector activities. Thus, one of the factors that influence economic growth is labor. According to that a production function of a particular good or service (q) is (Samuelson &; Willian D, 2003) q = f (K, L) where k is capital and L is labor which shows the maximum amount of a good / service that can be produced using an alternative combination of K and L if one input plus one additional unit and the other input is considered to still cause additional output that can be produced. 

This additional output produced is called the marginal physical product (Marginal Physical Product).  It goes on to say that if the number of labor is added continuously while other factors of production are kept constant, then at first it will show an increase in productivity but at a certain level it will show a decrease in productivity and after reaching the maximum level of output any increase in labor will reduce expenditure (Mavridis, 2018).

Work includes residents who are already or are currently working, are looking for work, and doing other activities, such as attending school and taking care of the household (Simanjuntak, 2011). According to BPS, residents aged 10 years and over are divided into the Labor Force (AK) and not AK. The labor force is said to be employed if they perform work to obtain or help to obtain income or profit and the length of work is at least 1 (one) hour continuously during the past week.
Economic growth and the labor force are interrelated. High economic growth can create new jobs and absorb the available labor force, so the unemployment rate can decrease. Meanwhile, the available labor force can also affect the economic growth of a country or region, as the amount and quality of available labor can affect the productivity and performance of the economy as a whole (Kim & Lee, 2015). Increased economic growth is usually followed by increased employment opportunities and improved quality of life in the community. This can occur due to increased investment, increased production, and increased demand for goods and services. However, in some cases, high economic growth is not always accompanied by an improvement in the quality of life of the community, such as the occurrence of economic and social inequalities, and an increase in environmental degradation (Le et al., 2022). Therefore, there needs to be appropriate policies in economic development, including human resource management, to achieve sustainable economic growth and community welfare.
RESEARCH METHOD
In the preparation of this study, using a (Creswell, 2016) qualitative approach according to the intent of qualitative research is to understand a particular social situation, event, role, group, or interaction. It is largely an investigative process where the researcher gradually makes sense of a social phenomenon by contrasting, comparing, replicating, cataloging, and classifying the object of study.  The type of research used is descriptive, which is research that aims to decrypt or explain something as it is. This study aims to provide a description or description of a situation.  This study’s data collection method uses literature studies, observations, and interviews.  This study uses qualitative data analysis techniques, namely data analysis is carried out simultaneously with data collection or during observation and interviews. The practical steps taken during data analysis are (1) raw data collection, which is carried out through interviews, data analysis of BPS reports and questionnaires, and literature reviews, (2) data transcripts, namely changing records to written form, (3) coding works, rereading all data that has been transcribed and retrieving keywords, (4) Data Algorithmization, simplifying data by tying key concepts (words) in one magnitude, (5) temporary conclusions, namely making temporary conclusions, (6) triangulate, checking and rechecking between one source and another data source, (7) conclusions, namely the final process of the whole step, (8) The conclusion is taken when the data is saturated and each addition of new data only means redundant. The population in this study is the population of Sukabumi City and outside who are active in Sukabumi City as many as 385,710. The sample was taken using a web raosoft.com sample size with a data accuracy level of 95% and a margin of error of 5%, so as many as 384 respondents were sampled in this study.

RESEARCH RESULTS AND DISCUSSION:
Commuting or Indonesian "nglaju" activities are a form of non-permanent mobility that is growing rapidly, especially in big cities in Indonesia. Commuting activities certainly have an impact on the development of origin and commuter destinations, such as increasing transportation access and employment. Population commuting from buffer districts namely Sukabumi Regency and Cianjur Regency will have an impact on the number of residents during the day and night. Residents who enter from outside the city of Sukabumi have various reasons both school, using health facilities, business, work, and maybe also just a walk to enjoy the fresh air and facilities owned by the city of Sukabumi.
Characteristics of Respondents
The sample of this study was 384 respondents. The characteristics of respondents are known to be more men than women, while the age range is at 17-60 years with different destinations.

The table above explains that the increase in the population of Sukabumi City was 33.844 or 9.6%. Where are the educational institutions that have the biggest impact on increasing the population of Sukabumi City? The largest centers of commuter activity are educational, culinary, and hospital institutions. 

Socio-Economic Commuters

Commuting, or people who travel regularly between residence and work or school, can have a significant socioeconomic impact. Commuters can make a positive contribution to the economy through fuel consumption, public transportation, and consumption of goods and services in the area they are going to. Commuters can also help improve labor mobility and allow companies to recruit employees from a wider area. Commuters have an impact on the socio-economy in Sukabumi City, namely the Department of Commerce by 3.6%, shopping at 25.5%, watching at 10.6%, culinary at 23.8%, and other destinations by 16.3%. The significant socio-economic impact in Sukabumi City resulted from shopping and culinary activities at 49.3%.   This result certainly has an impact on the development of MSMEs in the culinary sector, income for supermarkets and trade, and also in other sectors.

There were several questions asked to respondents about the impact of commuting on this socio-economy, including the amount of money spent in Sukabumi City, the location to which money was spent, the percentage of income spent, and products purchased.

The amount of money spent

The amount of money spent by commuters is grouped into 4, namely below Rp 250,000 by 57%, Rp 250,000 – Rp 500,000 by 24%, Rp 500,000 – Rp 1,000,000 by 16%, and above Rp 1,000,000 by 3%. This explains that most commuters spend Rp 250,000. The percentage of money spent can be seen in the graph below:

The location where the money is used

The locations used as destinations to use the money are traditional markets at 23.2%, malls at 26.3%, cinemas at 12.6%, culinary places at 30.8%, and others at 7.1%. Sukabumi City is an area known for its cuisine, it can be seen that the location is the destination of people who come to Sukabumi City as a culinary place. The percentage of locations where money is used can be seen in the graph below:

Percentage of income spent

The percentage of income spent by people who come to Sukabumi City every month is <20% by 10%, 20%-30% by 14%, 30%-40% by 20%, 40-50% by 14%, and >50% by 42%. This explains that the average income spent by commuters in Sukabumi City is above 50%. It can be seen in the chart below:

Types of uses of money for spending

The types of money spent by commuters in Sukabumi City are shopping for clothes at 15.38%, culinary at 21.7%, recreation at 9.3%, necessities at 33.15%, and others at 9.34%. It can be seen that the types of money spent by commuters are necessities, culinary, and clothing shopping. It can be seen in the chart below:

Discussion

Impact of Commuters on Social (Population)
Based on observations made in Educational Institutions, Government Institutions, Hospitality, Banking, Hospitals, Traditional Markets, Sports Venues, Super Markets, Culinary Places, and others, it was found that the population of Sukabumi City during the day increased by 33,844 people by 9.6%.  The population growth is dominated by educational institutions, culinary centers, and hospitals. This population increase certainly significantly impacts social aspects, namely strengthening social relations, increasing employment opportunities, and supporting economic growth. The impact of strengthening social relationships is by strengthening social relationships between colleagues or friends who carry out the same activity. The impact of increasing job opportunities is that with high mobility, commuters can open up wider job opportunities and help them find jobs that match their skills and interests.  And the impact of supporting economic growth is by increasing labor mobility, allowing companies to recruit employees from a wider area, and promoting economic growth. 

The Impact of Commuters on Socio-Economy

Based on the results of the interview, it was found that the impact of commuting on the socio-economy in Sukabumi City was 3.6% Office, shopping at 25.5%, watching at 10.6%, culinary at 23.8%, education at 20.2% and other destinations by 16.3%. The significant socio-economic impact in Sukabumi City resulted from shopping, culinary, and education activities by 69.5%. This means that 49.3% of commuters who carry out their activities in Sukabumi City have the purpose of shopping and culinary centers.  This result certainly has an impact on the development of MSMEs in Sukabumi City, especially in the culinary, supermarket and trade, education, and also in other sectors.  Commuters can have a significant impact on social and economic aspects, i.e. commuting can increase labor mobility, thus allowing companies to recruit employees from a wider area and promote economic growth. And commuters can improve accessibility to important places like downtowns, shopping malls, and other places. This can help drive economic growth and increase the attractiveness of the city.
CONCLUSIONS
Commuters have a very positive impact on the economic development of the community because they can increase income, therefore the people of Sukabumi City must be good at seizing opportunities, especially in the food and beverage (culinary) industry. The role of penta helix needs to be encouraged in the form of mutually beneficial collaboration, the government makes policies and provides training to MSMEs, and capital owners play a role in increasing their capacity and providing opportunities for MSMEs to open some outlets in supermarkets, hotels, newsmakers play a role in promoting and it would be even better for the government to have a calendar of events that are held regularly. The government can benefit from development taxes, parking, and increased public revenue from these activities. 
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
